A LANDSCAPE IN
TRANMNSITION

Since 2001, the combined effects of cii-
mate change and a pergistent drought
have redrawn Lake Powell's sharelines,
which currently sit at a histarically low
levels: The decline in lake levels has
charnged lake operations, teo, Boat
ramp access points and on-take facilities
aren’t as easily accessible, espacially
during the warmer months. Howevar,
Glen Canyon National Recreation Area
is pleased ta announce that the Bullfrog
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Morth Boat Ramp in Morth Lake Powell
is now operable for houseboats and
larger vessels. In general, visitars are
encouraged to plan ahead and prepare
for longer wait times, limited park-

ing, and more crowding at ramps and
docks. To make your experience easier,
please prepare your boat in a nearby
lot before heading to faunch ramps.
Check the status of your chosen faurnich
ramp before heading to the lake. Once
on the water, boaters should recog-
nize receding water levels that impact
navigation. Channels can narrew lead-
ing to increased congestion; boaters
should exercise caution in all areas of
Lake Powell. Also note that with ma-
rina or ramp closures the availabifity of

restrooms, floating walkways, pump out,

fuel, and convenient stations may very.

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Park Regulations & Safety

Glen Canyon National Recreation Area

is like a museum without walls-there are
rules. For your safety and enjoyment,
please observe all park regulations.
Glen Canyon NRA rangers patrol the lake
by water and air, both to enforce boat-
ing and water quality regulations; and to
provide assictarice to those in need.

Quagga mussels are non-native arganisms
that wreak havor on aguatic ecosystems
and are a miajor threatto Lake Powell. State
laws require you to clean, drain, and dry
your boat when leaving Lake Powell using
self-decontamination procedures. All wa-
tercraft and equipment must be decon-
taminated after use on quagga-infested
waters. The NPS works with Utah DWR and
Arizona Game & Fish to offer courtesy de-
cortamination (for boats without attached
guagga mussels) at Wahweap, Bullfrog,
Halls Crossing Stations. Additional steps
are reguired if you taunch on other waters
without a significant drying pened.

Regulations vary state to state and boaters
should review local regulations where they
plan ta boat after being at Lake Powell,

Cuagga shelts are sharp and will cutthrough
skin, clothes and paws. Wear closed-toe
shoes and put booties on pets when on
beaches where shells have washed up.

Personal watercraft (PWC) can be fun,
but they can also be dangerous. Operators
must obey all regulations for boat use an
Lake Powell, including wakeless speed in
harbors and speed-in-proximity laws on
open water. Due to lowering water levels,

itis especially recammended to go slow

in narrow passages and heed warning
buoys: In Arizona, children under 12 must
be accompanied by an adult when riding in
any personal watercraft

In Utah, children under 18 must have an
adult an board when operating persanal
watercraft or be atleast 16 years of age and
possessa Utah PWC Education Certificate.
Riders between 12 and 13 years oid must
have a certificate and operate undar direct
adult supervision. PWCs are not allowed
within Rainbow Bridge National Monument.
PWC's must maet 2004 emission standards
set by the EPA for the manufacturing of two-
stroke engines.

Do not drink alcohel while operating

a boat. The combination of sun, mation,
glare, and wind while bating can
sariously impair coordination and affect
your ability to judge distances, speed, and
water depth.

Drowning is the number one cause

of accidental death at Lake Powell. An
average of six people drown each year
in the |ake, U.5. Coast Guard-approved
personal flotation devices (PFDs) are
now required for all visitors on hand-
propelled watercrafts. In addition,

life jackel: must also be worn by all
children 12 years old and younger
when on a boat. Everyone should wear
PFDs whenever they are near the water.

Portable toilets are required if you are
camping overmight on Lake Powell, Boats
are regularly checked for compliance.
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Teilets can ba rented from park con-
cassioners. Do not lsave human waste on
beaches or bury it.

All boats must be driven at wakeless
speed in Utah when they are within 150
feat of another boat, a waterskiar, a parson
in the water or in any harbor area. The
fallowing canyons will be at wakeless spead
only: Antelope, Labyrinth, and Lozt Eden.

No anchoring into rock. Pin anchors

and houseboat staking are prohibited,
Pounding permanent anchors inta slickrock
is damaging and illegal.

Riding the bow of a boat is prohibited,
except on boats with factory-installed seats,

Cliff diving (or jumping) is dangerous and
is not recommendad, even for exparianced
divers and from any height. Itis illegal to
jump ar dive into the lake from a height
greater than 15 feet. The MPS discourages
jumping fram any haight.

Boats towing a water-skier must have
atleast two pecple on board: a pilet and
an observer (both atleast 1B years of age).
The boat must display an orange flag to
indicate whean a skier is dawn in the water,
Waterskiing is not permitted in marked
channels, in narrow side caryons or within
500 feet of harbors, mooring areas or
swimming beaches.

Swimming is strongly discouraged. Thera
are no lifeguards in the recraation area; there
is danger of rock slides, rocky shorelines,
and unseen drop-offs; and there is sk of
electrocution from hot dock structures.

Wakes generated by boats can be an
unexpected hazard on the lake, Minimize
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the danger by slowing down and crossing
the wake at a 45-degree angle. Lock out for
signs designating No Wake and for wakes
rebrounding off the walls in narrow, steap-
walled canyons. Serious accidents and
fatalities were caused by boat wakes!

Strong winds can whip the surface of
the take inta high waves. Small craft are
particularly vulnerable. If you observe

a storm approaching, seek shelter of a
leeward cove. These storms usually pass
within an hour or two.

Use of Powered Paragliding/Paramotor/
Ulitralight aircraft is now prohibited within
the boundaries of Glen Canyor: MNational
Recreation &rea in proximity 1o developed
and high visitor use areas, This use is also
prahibiled between the Glen Canyeon Dam
and the downstream river boundary batween
Glan Camyon Mational Recreation Area and
Grand Canyon MNational Park near Leas Ferry.

Buoys dafining a safe passage uplake from
Glen Canyen Dam are provided only in the
inain chanmel of the lake. Hazards in ather
areas of Lake Powell are not marked. As
you pass a buoy, note its color and number
to identity your location. Learn the shapes
and cofars of buoys and markers befora
you sat out on your boat. Always carry a
map indicating the lacations and numbers
of buays. They are available at reservations
office and marina stores; boat rental offices,
and park visitor centers,

Night boating involves many hazards and
is ot recommended.

Beware of flash floods, especallyin
tributary canyons, which are susceptible ta
dangerous, unpredictable flooding. The
thin, sandy, desert sail reachesite saturation
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point guickly during a thunderstorm. Runaff
builds up in small, dry washes that corverge
inwashes, or rush into narrow, steen
canyons. Eleven hikers died during a 1997
flash flood in Antelope Slot Canyon. Avoid
camping in camyons or under dry waterfalls.

Deadly carbon monoxide gases come
from boat engines, generators, and

gas appliances. Symptoms of Carbon
Monoxide Poisoning (CMP) include
headache, nausea, biurred vision,
memary loss, and lethargy. Do not swim,
sit, or work near exhaust fumes. If CMP
iz suspactad, seak fresh air, and medical
asgistance immediately.

Giardia lambiia is a tiny protozoan often
prasent in streams and lake water in this
area, The germ causes diarrhea, cramps
bloating, and may require treatment by a
doctor. Carry adequate water for short
trips to aveid this parasite. Boil all your
water on longer hikes.

Dehydration s an important concern for
those who venture into the backeauntry,
Carry and drink a minimum of cne gallon of
water per person per day in the surmmer.

Spread by infected wild radents, especially
mice, Hantavirus has bean confirmed
nearby. Learn how to protect yourself at
cde.gov/hantavirus.

Glen Canyan NRA lies within two states:
Utah and Arizona, The laws of each state
apply within its own boundaries. Arizana
and Utah fishing licenses both work

for Lake Powell. Licenses are available

at marinas and in rearby communities.
Fishing below Glen Canyon Dam reguires
avalid fishing license as well. Ask a ranger
about regulations before you fish.
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Motor vehicles and bicycles must stay on
park roads. Sorme roads require four-wheal-
drive vehicles. Check the road closure

status at a visiter center, before embarking.

Don't dump garbage in the lake or leave in
remote locations. Take garbage ta a marina
or to garbage containers.

Leave plants, animals, and rocks undisturbed.

Drones are lllegal. No unmanned aircraft
are allowed in the naticnal park.

Pets must be on aleash no lenger than six
feat. Pats are allowed in Aramark fodges
and RV parks on a leash, but are prohibited
at Rainbow Bridge National Monument.
Pack out all pet and human waste from
campsites as it can degrade water guality.

Beware of cliff edges. Seamingly stable
rock can suddenly crumble or break,
sending you over the edge.

Always let someone know your
destination and your return time so that
help can be summaoned If you are overdue.

Climbing and rock scrambling
accidents have increasad. The camyon
country has a lot of slickreck. When the
waather is dry, loose sand can cause you
to shide. When wet, it lives up to its apt
rame, Be careful when hiking, never hike
alone and always let someone know your
plans. Note: Putting permanent climbing
alds into rocks is prohibited.

Fedaral faw prohibits firearms in certain park
facilities: Visitors are responsible for comply-
ing with all applicable firearms laws before
entaring MPS sites. Check with the NP5
regarding whera firearms may be carried.

History & Culture

Fram prshistoric Indian cultures to miners
and ranchers, from modern-day adventure.
saekers to vacationers, the Glen Canvon
area has been horme to humans for
thousands of years.

EARLY INHABITANTS
Small bands of prehistoric Indians, calied
Palec-Indian people, roved and hunted the
Glen Canyors area at the end of the lce Age,
about 9,000 to 11,000 years ago. Later, a
Desert Archaic culture developed that was
based on a simple, nomadic lifestyla.

Arcund 200 B.C., the Ancestral Puebloan
(Anasazi) Basketmaker cullure arose.
These people, named for their tightly
woven, elaborate baskets, were primarily
hunters and gatherers. As their com pro-
duction steadily increased, they built more
permanant settlerments called pit houses.

Cwer the centurkes, communities expanded
inte the architecturally ingenious cliff
dwellings that mark the Pueblo period.
These Ancestral Puebloans installed
irrigation systems and used ather canyon
resources to make exquisite baskets,
pottery, tocls and adornments:

Defiance House, located in Forgotten
Canyan, was sccupied at the peak of the
Ancestral Puebloan cultura, fram A.D.
1050 to AD. 1250. More infarmaticn
about visiting Defiance House is available

in the "Sights to See" chapter of this guide.

Ancestral Puebloan cultures eventually
migrated to regions along the Rio Grande
Rivar and North of the Little Colorado River,
continuing their ceramenial cycles and
culftural traditions of the Hopi, Zuni, Acoma
and other modern Puebla tribes of today.
Other cultural groups—the Paiute, Ute and
MNavajo-maved into the Colorado Plateay,
adding tothe region’s rich cultural tapestry.

DARING EXPEDITIONS
Two young and spirted Spanich priests from
Santa Fe led the first documented journay
throtigh the area in 1776,

O their way hame from a futile atterngt
to find an cverland trail to Calfornia, the
Dominguez-Escalante party of 10 men
cut through the Glen Canyon area as a
harsh and early winter threatened their
survival, Without the help of guides. they
negotisted the maze of canyons, keeping
detailed journats and maps. They named
many of the features of the Four Corrers
area, including the Colorado River.

OhRanger.con

This portion of Arizona was cadead 1o the
United States by Mexico in 1848. Although
some military groups were serit into the area,
it rermained largely unexplored.

Then, in 18469, Major John Wasley
Powell-a soldier scholar, scientistand
feartess explorer—mounted the first of his
two Cotorade River expeditions. He mapped
and ket detailed journals on the 1,000-
irilie trip while the public back east avidly
followad his daring journey. Powell proved
to be an intrapid leader.

GOLD & GRASS

When gold was discovered in 1871, miners
came in hordes to separate flour gold (fine
flecks) from the mud of the Colorads and
San Juan rivers. Much later, in the 1940s and
earfy 1950s, there was another great mining
boom in the area<this time for uranium,

Grass became another valuable resourcs as
cattle and sheep ranches ware established
ir the late 1800s. Drought and evergrazing
affected the cattle industry, as did rustling.
Robbers Roost, the cecasional hideout of
Butch Cassidy and the Wild Bunch, was
lscated wp the Dirty Deavil River.

THE MORMON
SETTLERS

Moarmons first arrived in the area
searching for a river crossing before
Powell's first expedition. In 1871, at

the direction of the Morman church,
John D. Lee established a ferryboat
service across the Colorado River at
present-day Lees Ferry, providing the first
accessible canyon crossing.

One af the most courageous events of the
early Utah pioneers was the Hole<in-the-
Rock Expedition of 1B79-1880.

Mare than 200 people, B3 wagons, nearly
400 horses and more than 1,000 catta
headed eastward across southern Utah,
Ahead of them lay 290 miles of the most
difficult terrain imaginable. They expectad
toreach their destination in six weaelks, but
instead, it took six months.

At a point opposite Cottonwood Canyon,
averlooking the Colomdo River, they found

it necessary to chop and blagt the perilously
steep path now known as "Hele-in-the-Rock”
Litimataly, the settlers reached their destina-
tion, which is now the town of Bluff, Utah.

TOURISM COME

TO GLEN CANYON

As time passed, increasing numbers of
explorers, prospectors and ploneers were
experiencing Glen Canyon. It was not
until the early 1920s that tourism took the
farm af river trips outfitted and guided by
David Rust, an early guide in Kanab.

Rust built the trail from the North Rim of
the Grand Canyon to the Colorade River,
and then spanned the River with its first
aerial crossing by a tram attached to a
cable. Rust took his tournists through Glen
Canyan in canvas fold boats breught by
wagon 1o Hite Crossing, and then taken
out at Lees Farry.

THE MAKING OF A PARK
The area that is now Glen Canyvon MRA was
part of the 6,000-sgquare-mile area proposed
i the 1930s as Escalante Mational Park.
Aftar World War |, treaty agreemenis with
Mexico and ather commitments led to the
construction of the Glen Canyon Dam, com-
pleted in 19466, During construction, NPS
would administer the reservoir's public use.
In 1972, Congress established Glen Canyorn
Maticnal Recreation Araa.

Preservation

By understanding and protacting the
fragile natural and cultural resources of
Glen Canyon, you can help preserve the
park for future generations.
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Glen Canyen's prehistanc Indian ruins

and remains af 19th-century settier and
mining activities are protected by the

MES under law. You are invited to visit four
culturally significant sites: Defiarice House,
Descending Sheep Petroglyph Panal,
Lonely Dell at Lees Ferry, and Hole in the
Reck. Defiance House can be reached via
boat and requires an up-hill walk.

All-ether prahisteric and historic sites
are closed, You may observe and
photegraph them from a distance,

but entering iz prohibited by law. Be
caraful not to disturb any site. Studies
of these sites are in progress and

the movement of any pottery pieces,
artifacts or building materials can
render the sites useless. Defacement

of a site or theft of artifacts carries civil
and eriminal penalties. Please contacta
ranger or any law enforcement official
at (BDO) 227-72B6._ You can also email
GLCA_Dispatch_Center@nps.gov lo
repart a non-amergency crime sighting.

‘1 TRACKER

The m:h Tracker Program is a cooperative
effort by the NP5 and Lake Powell Resorts
B Marinas té clean up the 1,960 mifes of
Lake Powall's shoreline. The program has
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been cperational since 1989, making itthe
longest-running NP5 park-partner pro-
gram. Mambers af the NP5's Volunteer-
In-Parks [VIP) Program spend five days
aboard a houseboat-barge cleaning up
trash and debris along the shoreline.

They bring their own feod, personal gear,
and enthusiasim. The valunteers remave
over 50,000 pounds of trash and recycla-
bles annually in this enormously success-
ful program, which is sponsared by Lake
Powell Resorts & Marinas (Aramark).

Cuagga mussels are a real and imminent
threat ta many Western waters. They dam-
age boat engines, threaten native fish and
wildlife, and cost taxpayers by clogging
power plant and public water intakes and
pipes. Quagga mussels primarily spread
westward on trailered boats—and a boat
that has baen in infested waters for as little
as an hour can carry these tiny pasts.

There are no current technologies or
treatments to eradicate the initial popula-
tion in an open water environmaent the
size of Lake Powall.

GRAFFITI REMOVAL
& INTERVENTION
TEAM (GRIT)

Unfertunately, the canyon walls

around Lake Powell are plagued with
graffiticwritings left by visitars. These
thoughtless acts of vandalism deface
the beauty of our park. The Graffiti
Removal & Intervention Team

(GRIT) travels around Lake Powell in

a houseboat, removing graffiti. This
program is similar to the popular Trash
Tracker Pragram in that volunteers sign
up for a five-day mimmum houseboat
trip. This can be strenuous yet very
fulfilling work.
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GRIT is not currently running for

health and satety reasons. For more
about this program, please call or visit
nps.gov/glca/getinvolved/grit.htm, or
ermail glca_trackergrit@nps.gov.

ENDANGERED
SPECIES

There are several endangered fish that
live in Glen Canyon NRA. Species includa
the bonytail chub, the humpback chub,
the razorback sucker, and the Colorade
pikeminnow. These fish are native to
the Colorado River and thrived in its
warm, silty waters before Glen Canyon
Darm was built. Today, the National Park
Service, the Bureau of Raclamation, LL5.
Fish & Wildlife Service, and the states

of Utah and Arizona are taking steps to
ensure that these endangered species
survive for fulure generations.

CANYONMS OF TH
ESCALANTE
Accessed by boat or trails, the Escalante
River canyons draw visitors to their cool,
serene depths, the relatively profuse flora
and fauna of their riverbanks, and thair
ratural bridges and arches, including
Stevens Arch (the largest in Glen Canyon
MRA) and La Goree Arch. For camping,
backpacking and other information,
please contact the Ezcalante Intaragency
Visitor Centar at (435) 826-5499.

in Escalante. Pick one up at one of the
entry trailheads or the visitor center.

ORANGE CLIFFS

One of the least-visited attractions in Glen
Canyan NRA, the Orange Cliffs area offers
hiking and camping opportunities as well
as spectacular vistas into Canyonlands
Matioral Park, which borders Glen Canyon
to the northeast. Access this area aast

of Utah Highway 24, north of Hanksville,
Utah, or just north of the Highway 95
bridge across the Colorade River.

The Flint Trail cffers excellent hiking and
maountain biking. Permits (fees apply) are
required for all overnight backeountry
use. Camping ig allowed only in
designated areas. Advance reservations
are requirad; only email requests

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THE RINCON

This unusual Colorado River farmation
between Long and lceberg canyons,
down-lake from Bullfrog, was created
whan a loop-of the river changed course,
leaving a sandy river bottom that makes
for interesting hikes. You can enly access it
by beat er on foot.

ALSTROM POINT &
ROMANA MESA

From Warm Creek Road, turn off to
Alstram Point. This four-wheel-drive road
ends with jaw-dropping overviews of
Lake Powell's Padre Bay and Gunsight
Butte, a favorite vista for professional
phiotographers. Mountain bikers can also
enjoy biking along this read.

DEFIANCE HOUSE

Thiz archeclogical site ks associated with
the Ancestral Puebloan {Anasazi) people,
whe ocouplad much of this region between
AD. 600 and 1300, farming in the river
valleys and living in shelters in south4acing
alcoves. Elaven separate structuras wera
recarded, including: a retaining wall; a
series of contiguous ream blocks; storage
units for carn, grain and squash; and one
kiva, where refigious ceremonies are
believed 1o have bean performed.

An Ancestral Puebloan clan constructed
this community cliff dwelling in Fergotten
Canyon at the peak of their culture,
Along the back of the alcove are rock art
panels and animal-like figures with human
characteristics, which archeologists eall
anthropamerphs. The name "Defiance”
refers to the pictagraph of three warriors
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carrying shields. Archeologists believe
that as many as 20 individuals (two to
three families) inhabited this site for
months at a time.

RAINEOW
NATIONAL
MONUMENT

Rainbow Bridge is a must-ses for visitors
to Glen Canyon NRA. |ts size, symmaetry
and color reveal how special itis. Reaching
a height of 290 feet, its red sandstona

arch spans 275 foet and is 42 feat thick

at the top. Matural bridges like Rainbow
Briclge are formed by extremaly rare
ratural evants. An arid climate, a stream
with good flow rates and rack like Mavajo
Sandstene—which is firm enough to form
cliffs hundreds of feet high, yet soft encugh
to erode guickly—create an envirenment
that makes the bridge unigque.

BRIDGE

The geclogical significance of Rainbow
Bridge led 1o its designation as a national
manument in 1910, but lang before its
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discovery by white explorers, American
Inctians considered Rainbow Bridge a
sacred religious site. in 1995, the National
Park Service began working with Mavajo,
Hopi, Kaibab Faiute, San Juan Southern
Paiute, and White Mesa Ute tribes to
identify and implement culturally sensitive
managemeant practices for the monumant.
Rainbow Bridge is still congdered a saced
place to many American Indians. and the
viewing area at the end of the trail provides
an oppertunity te hanar its significance.

Due to projected lake lavels; a two mile
wilk is from the docking point is require
o accass the bridge: You ¢an hike to
Rainbow Bridge via a 14-mile trail that
crosses the Navajo Reservation, A permit
is required.

The manument has
been designated as an International Dark
Sky Sanctuary.
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GLEN CANYON DAM
Constructed between 19556 and 1964,
the Glen Canyon Dam was erected amid
great controversy and compromise

ovar the fate of America’s wastern water
resources and vast wilderness tracts.

Water began to back up behind the dam's
T10doct wall in 1943, reaching its “full
pool” in 1980, Much of the Colorado River's
original canyon (Glen Canyon, for which the
park today is named) disappeared from view
and Lake Powell was created.

Tha dam is currently closed to the public
and tours arg suspended. Ask at the Carl
Hayden Visitor Center for updates or call
(928) 608-5200.

GLEN CANYON
BRIDGE

At 700 faet above the river, this is the
sacand-highest steel-arch bridge in the
world. Before the bridge was opened on
February 20, 1959, the road digtance from
one side of the riverto the other was 197
imiles. Walking paths across the bridge are
accessible from Carl Hayden Visitor Center.

HOLE-IN-THE-ROCK
Twenty-eight miles down-lake fram Bullfrog,
gaze up at this menumental crevice in the
raick eliff. Drive to the lop from Escalante,
Utah (State Highway 12); and look down

to better understand and appreciate the
courage and determination of the Mormon
ploneers as they struggled to cross the
Colorado River in the winter of 1879-1880.
Visitors can walk the steep trail that pioneers
cut and blasted down the rock face to lower
their wagens and drive nearly 1,500 head of
livestock to tha canyan bottam, The Hole-in-
the-Rock Road is 55 mifes long, the last six
of which reguire high-dearance, fourwheal
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drive vehicles. The entire route on the sast
side of Lake Fowell reguires a four-wheeal-
driver vehicle.

LAKE POWELL

Mamed for Civil War vetaran John Wesley
Powell, the laks is 186 miles long and backs
inte more than 94 major side canyons.

Itz 1,960-mile shoreline encompasses

27 million acre-fest and has an area of
161,390 acres, making it the second-largest
man-rmade lake in the United States, after
Lake Maad.

Lake Powell is the result of a single dam

with a concrete crest, which extends naarly
one-third of a mile across the sandstone fm
of Glen Canyon. The tlake's blue water, mora
than 500 feet deep in places, is the product
of a score of rivers draining large portions of
Colorado, Wyaming, Utah, and New Mexica:

LEES FERRY/
LONELY DELL

RANCH

Lees Ferry is the anly place within Glen
Canyon where visitors can drive to the
Cotorade River. A natural corrider between
Litak and Arizona, this historic river crossing
opened traval from Lah into Arirona
territory and enabled primarily Mormon
settlement of the Four Cormers region.
Mile 0-the dividing line between the
Upperand Lower Colarada River basims—is
the starting point for white-water river trips
through the Grand Camyon,

An historic fort, silt lab; mining equipment,
and the remains of a stearnboat can be seen
as you walk the River Trail, which remind us
of the area’s colorful past Visit the nearby
Lonely Dell Ranch 1o see historic ranch
buildings, a cemetary, and the archard and
garden maintained by the NPS.
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Things To Do

Warm water, hot days, and cocl nights make
Lake Powell ideal for water lovers from May
through October, At 3,700 feet elevation
and within a 78 percant sunshine belt,

the lake often gets comfortable daytima
termperatures even in the winter months. An
alevation range from 3,200 fest at Lees Ferry
ta 7,154 feet atop the Kaiparowits Plateau
ansures four mild seasons.

BEOATING

Lake Powell's sheer, twisting canyons
intrigue-and delight boaters. Inlets are
interspersed with sandy beaches, which lure
visitors to picnic or camp in the shadows

of multicolored cliffs. Broad bays offer
space for water sports, while house boating
seems to be made for Lake Powall. Lake
Powell Resorts & Marinas and Antelope
Point Hotdings LLC maintain a fleet of
houseboats, powerboats and an assortment
of personal watereraft (PWCs) for rent.

Houseboats are available year-round. It
takes several days to really get away and
appreciate the solitude and chamealson
moods of the lake's nocks and crannias. The
maost enjoyable speeds for house boating
are "slow” or "stopped.” Talk with park
rangers or manna staff to determine how far
you can travel across the waters and back
within your time limit. But remamber, getting
sidetracked by yet another intriguing canyon
it part of the thiill. Bafore setting out, you'll
recefve an orentation session and instruction
manual covering such maneuvers as piloting,
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decking, anchoring, refueling and pumping
out. Study a map and chart your course
befure departing. Bring beach towels,
flashiights, batteries, map and compass,
Many people rent a "tag-along” powerboat
for waterskiing or side trips, using the
houseboat as a mabile base.

Powerboats are available in many types
and sizes. Mot all boat sizes are available
at all manmas. Small boats rented for
ovemight use must have 2 portable toilet
on board. Portable toilets are available for
rent at Wahweap boat rentals and may be
purchased at Bullfrog boat rentals.

Lake Mead Mational Recreation Area offers
a wealth of things to do and places to
go—na matter what the season. One of the
ared’s most striking features is its diversity,
highlighted by the remarkatile contrast of
water, mountaing, deserls, camyons, and
rugged backeountry.

The recreation area is comprised of Lake
Mead and Lake Mohave, both of which were
created by man-made dams: Hoover Dam
was completed in 1935, and Lake Mead
filled up bahind it Lake Mohave followed,
with the completion of Daws Dam in 1953
Lake Mead NRA offers oppotunitiesto enjoy
boating, sunbathing ard fishing. Hikers,
sightseers, and wildlife photographers

can enjoy the desert ecosystarm. Threa

of America’s four desert scogystermns—the
Maojave, the Great Basin, and the Sonoran
Dresert-meet in Lake Mead MRA and, as a
rasult, this seemingly barren area contains an
amazing diversity of plants and animals.
Wisitors can't help but marvel at the
breathtaking scenery: the stark, unspailed
beauty of the desart, the majesty of the
msuritaing deminating the Basin and Range
provinee; colorul canyons and high plateaus;
and the historic Hoover Dam-the highest
concrate dam in the Western Hemisphers:

The park is open 3465 days a year. A seven-
day entrance permit costs $25 per vehicle,

Excassive heat is the leading weather-ra-
lated killer in the Southwest United States,
Lake Mead is proactively curbing these
serious safety concerns and potential
tragedies by closing the following areas:
Goldstrike Canyon, White Rock Canyon
and White Rock Canyon Trail, Arizona
Hot Spring and Arizona Hot Springs Trail,
Liberty Arch Trail, Sugar Loaf Trail, Lone
Palm Trail, and Lone Palm and Sugar
Loaf surrounding areas from May 15 to
September 30.

HISTORY

Lake Mead and Lake Mohave were both
created by dams that back up the Colerada
River as it flows through one of the hottest,
driest reglons on Earth. Lake Mead NRA was
established on October B, 1944, as America’s
first national recreation area and continues to
beaa destination for millions of visttors sach
year, Before the lake was created, the desan
was sparsely populated-undoubtedly due
to the fact that the dry, hot fand could be
very harsh far human habitation. Artifacts
like fire hearths and stone tools prove that
hurmans existed in the area as early as 13,000
years ago. These early people were part of

a desert culture that was dependent upon
small game, seed collecting and plant
gathering. They were probably nomadic and
moved in small bands or family groups.

TaTE PARKS & TRAILS
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Certain petroglyphs {rock art) suggest
thiat the earliest settlers were American

Indian tribes. As tima wore on, Marman
settlers, progpectors, riverboat captaing and
fur trappars also lived in and around the
environs. From the mid-1850s until the early
twentieth century, steam-powerned boats
waere a comman sight on the Calerade River,
bringing supplies to military outposts, mining
tawns and other setfements. But once the
rallroad arrved in 1905, steamboat use

diminished almeost exclusively to local shuttles.

Construction of Hoower Dam began

in the early 1930s, sealing the river and
marking an end to the boating fleets that
plied it Hoover Dam was the engineering
masterplece that turned the Colorado River
into the still waters of Lake Mead. More than
5,000 workers gpent five years erecting the
massive structure, which stands between
the walls of Black Canyon, Davis Dam, was
finished in 1953 and cantrols the flow of
water from Lake Mohawve.

BOATING

Since Lake Mead and Lake Mohave cover
290 square miles, recreational boaters can
enjay lots of space without feeling hemmed
in. Sailboats, kayaks, fishing vessels, power
beats, personal watercraft, and houseboats
reguiarly make use of the area, exploring
sights like the Overton Arm to the narth,
Black Canyon in upper Lake Mohave, and
nurmerous secluded coves:

MARINAS & TOURS
Concessioners apeaate a number of marinas
along the lake—offering boating services,
rentals and supplies for 12 months of the
year. There are free public launch ramps and
parking areas; however, parking is imited to
seven days per stay. Concessioners provide
tours, including paddle wheel vessels and
raft trips. Authorized paddlecaft tours are
also available. For more information, visit
nps.gov/iake.

SWIMMING &

WATER SPORTS
Swimming, snorkeling, waterskiing and
scuba diving are popular watar sports in
both Lake Mead and Lake Mohave-since
both lakes have waters that are sparkling
clean and clear. Spring, summer, and fafl
tend 1o be the prime seasons. Realize,
however, that Lake Mead NRA has no
lifeguards, so visitars swim at their own
risk. Life fackats are recommended and
areavailable on loan at pepular beaches:
Mever swirm alone.

FISHING

Sorme of the natian’s finest spart fishing can
be found at Lake Mead and Lake Mohave.
The waters are popuiated with largemouth
bass, channel catfish, black crappie, and
bluegills, among others. Striped bass is

a particularly popufar catch in Lake Mead.
Arizona and Nevada share jurisdiction over
both Lake Mead and Lake Mohave. If you
wish to fish fram shore, you need only a
license from state you are standing in. Fish
cleaning stations are located near marinas.
Fishing piers are located at Hemanway
Harbar, Willow Beach, and Katherine
Landing. Anglers should familiarize
themselves with cateh limits and legal
methods of capture. Authorized fishing
guides are available. Note: Katherine
Fishing Prer is currently closed.

HIKING

Hikers in the desen can take in natural
wonders that are not visible by car or
baat-including the coleriul sandstone
formations near Redstone Picnic

Area. There are few maintained trails,
hewever, so hiking usually requires
cross-country travel. For longer hikes,
it's critical to plan carefully and carry
plenty of water. Rangers lead guided
hikes and can offer additional insights.
There are also authorized guided
hiking outfitters available. Summer
hiking iz not recommended due to high
temperatures.

CAMPING

Backcountry camping is permissible
along the lake's shoreline, as well as
in designated sites along unpaved
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country roads. There is no camping in
the developed marina areas, but there
are six designated NP5 campgrounds
araund the lakes that have restreoms,
picnie tables, and some fire rings.
Flease read the park brochure ar park
newspaper or ask at visitor canters to
find out time limits and rules in the
campgrounds. More information is also
available a1l nps.gov/lake.

SCENERY

A drive through the Lake Mead NRA
envirans offers a chance to see some
unforgettable scenery, There are several
paved roads in the area, which wind
through mountains and desert basins.
Lakeshore Road and Northshore Road
affard views of the blue lake silhouetted
against the rich, majestic mountains.
Visitors can also glimpse brilliant red
boulders and rock formations along
Morthshore Road.

Cne af the world's finest Joshua tree
forests can be seen along the road to
South Cove. Visitors should be aware
that the Lake Mead MRA region includes
many unpaved roads in remote areas; it
is highly recommended that you check

road conditions before traveling these
particular routes. Always bring plenty of
water, both far drinking and for servicing
your car if needed. (Automabile tools
should be taken along as well.) Drive only
on paved roads or unpaved roads signed
with yellew, numbered armows. Authorized
maotarized scenic tours are also available,
Be aware that some sights you've seen in
magazines reguire a significant hike and/
or boat ride 10 see.

HISTORIC SITES

History buffs can find structures at Lake
Mead MRA that reflect the area’s Mormon
population, gold mining culture and
ranching background. The Historic
Railroad Trail-which is left over from

the construction of Hoover Dam—winds
around the sides of mountains and
through five tunnels, endimg at the Hoover
Dam parking garage. For those who want
o get out on the water, a gauging station
fraom the Hoower Dam construction ara
and the site of the gauger's house can

be seen from the cool currents in Black
Canyan down by Willow Beach. Many

of these sites are listed on the National
Register of Historic places. Visitars are

not permitted to remove or damage any
cultural artifacts, since they are protected
by federal law.

PICNICKING

Boulder Beach, Longview Ovarlock, 33
Hole Cverlook, Las Vegas Bay, Callville
Bay, Redstone, Eche Bay, Rogers Spring,
Termple Bar, Willow Beach, Cottonwood
Cove, and Katherine Landing all offer
picnic tables and restrooms. Boulder
Beach, Las Vegas Bay, Callville Bay, Willow
Beach, and Cottonwood Cove affer
drinking water.

Glen Canyon is & great place for kids ta
hearn about American Indian culture.

Thay can explore well-preserved ruins and
marvel at ancient rock art left by the An-
cestral Puebloans (Anasari)who lived thers
hundreds af years ago. Ask rangers abaut
Defiance House in Forgotten Canyon and
othar dwellings and artifacts. See if you can
angwer these questions:

* Whera did the Ancestral Puebloans sleep?
» Whiat did they eat?

* What is a kiva?

o What kinds of animals are painted on the walls?
s How many people lived in one dwelling?

s How high up are the cliff houses?

* When was Defiance House occupied?

LAKE MEAD

Kids can earn a Junior Ranger badge by
completing the Lake Mead NRA Junior
Ranger bookiet.

The Mational Park Service presents a vari-
aty of ranger-led programs throughout
the year. The programs, some af which

are geared specifically toward kids, are
presented at different locations in the Lake
Mead NRA, ranging frem Boulder Beach
to Katherine Landing:
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Il Nature & Wildlife

Life in Glen Canyon and Lake Maad
requires tenacity and creative adaptability,
While the region appears harsh and
sametimes barren, the park abounds with
wildlite. The Colorado Plateau rizes lika

a lush igland frem the surrounding Great
Basin Desert. The mountains and high
plateaus that encircle this area create a
self-contained plant and animal community
guite distinct from the adjacent desert
habsitats, ranging fram riverbanks and
lakeshore to barren mesas and pificn pine
and juniper woodlands.

Unless you are extramely lucky or especially
sharpeayad, chances are you will not see
any of the BD speces of mammals that live
here, Most are nocturmal and only a few of
theen exst throughout the entire area. Keap
yaur eyes pealed if you camp overmight, you
never know who might come out of hiding!

Desert bighorn sheep are highly adapted
to the desart envirenment, preferring the
crags away from human activity. Bobeats,
mountain lions, and coyotes also inhabit
the area. it's unlikely you'll sea them but
you rmay come across their tracks and scat.

AR GLEN CAMYOM, LAKE POWELL & LAKE

Antelope ground squirrels spend the
day seamperning around campground and
pienic areas oblivious ta the sun and heat.
Several other species of ground squirrels
and chipmunks inhabit the parks, as do
woodrats, badgers, mice, gophers,
kangaroo rats, and even porcupines!

The river from the base of Glen Canyon
Dam to Lees Farry attracts neatropical
mugrant birds, including blue grosbeaks
and yellow-breasted chats. | the winter,
watarfowl of all types flock 10 both the
lake and the river, as do bald eagles.

Look closer at the ground as you explore
the desert of tha Colorado Plateau, and
you may notice a bumpy or spongy crust
covaring the floor.

Cryptobiotic soil crusts are an important
part of arid and sermi-arid ecosystermns
throughout the world, including those in
Glen Canyon and Lake Mead. These sail
cruste are a significant part of bicdiversity
and are formed by very small arganisms
and thair byproducts, which create a crust
of sail particles hald together by arganic
miaterials, Watch your step: eryptobiotic sail
cruste are fragile.

Tires and foot raffic by humans and livestack
can break through the crust, increasing

the risk of soil erosion and nutrient loss.
Onee compacted, cryptobiotic soils can

take anywhere from a few years to decades
or ionger to recover. Research suggests
recoveny of some of the algal and lichen
components and their functions may

take much longer, and could take several
hundred years in vary dry environments.

WMEAD | OhRangercsn

Faund in the Kaiparawits Plateau and Or-
ahgge Cliffs areas of Glen Canyon, the high-
alevation Pifion-Juniper Community
recelves mare maoisture than other areas.
The additional water and cooler tern-

peratures enable large plants, including
the pifien pine, to thrive here. This small,
bishy evergreesn tree is 15 to 35 feet tall
with a rounded, spreading crown. Its egg-
shaped cones take two years to mature, at
which peint they open lo release several
large, edible seads.

The diverse vagatalion of the Hillside
Community varies depanding on lati-
tude, tepagraphy and slope exposure.
Mary plants here appear grayish-green
because they are eoverad with tiny white
hairs that protect against moisture loss,
The prickly pear cactus (beavertail
cactus) is a low plant that forms clumps
up to three feet wide and six inches high:
Itz waxy flowears are two to four inchas
wide and can be red, pink or yellow.

Hanging garden communities survive
on water seeping out of stone forma-
tions in canyon walls, on reck debris
slopes and on canyan bottoms. This
moist environment pravides a habitat

far lush vegetation. Vertical eollections
of Gambel sak, matdenhair farn, poison
vy, monkay flowers, redbud and snowy
white calumbine flowers make up the an-
clent hanging gardens that have evalved
around seeps and drip lines in the sand-
stone canyon walls in Glen Canyon NRA,

Terrace Communities are located on
old floadplains, which are usually higher
than the reach of presant-day fleod-
waters. The harbaceous glebemallow
plant can be ane to three feat tall and
has scallop-edged leaves surrounding
vertical clusters of erange-to-scarlet
flowers. A relative of cotton and haol-
lyhocks, this perennial blooms in April
near Glen Canyon Dam,

The plants that thrive in Riparian Commu-
nity are found along streams and in can-
yon bottoms. Although streams can be dry
in the spring, water is generally available
deep balow the surface, These adaptable
plants must be able to telerate aceasional
severa flooding. Natives of Arizona, the tall
Fremont cottonwood trees have gray-

ish bark and broad leaves that turn bright
gold in fall. They grow by riversides and
are often planted as shade trees.
